5. PERFORMANCE STANDARDS.

5.01. CONTRACT6Rw�ants that CONTRACTOR an�CONTRAC'fOR's agents, employees, and
subcontractors performing services urider this· Agreement are specially trained, experienced, competent, and
appropriately licensed to perform the work and deliver the services required under this Agreement and are not
employees of the County, or immediate family of an employee of the County.

To Agreement by and between 
County of Monterey, hereinafter referred to as "County" 

and 
Michael Baker International, Inc., hereinafter referred to as "CONTRACTOR" 

A. SCOPE OF SERVICES

A.1 CONTRACTOR shall provide services and staff, and otherwise do all things 
necessary for or incidental to the perfonnance of work, as set forth below: 

CONTRACTOR shall work with County staff to update the lotteries and waitlists 
for the East Ganison Project and will conduct outreach to persons cm the lists to 
ensure they are still interested in and eligible for County's affordable housing 
program. Persons cletennined to be both interested and, after an initial screening, 
eligible will receive a letter infonning them of their status and inviting them to 
take the steps necessary to complete the income qualification process and obtain a 
loan for a unit in the East Garrison Project. The letter will include information on 
how to obtain and fill out an application, how to get pre-approval for a mortgage, 
and will invoice participants who have questions or who have completed an 
application and the pre-approval process to an Application Review and Priority 
Processing event. 

CONTRACTOR shall provide complete applicant files to County on an electronic 
flash drive and ensure that all applicable information is cmrent and correct.

B.1 COMPENSATION/ PAYMENT 

County shall pay an amount not to exceed $1,750 for the performance of all 
things necessary for or incidental to the performance of work as set forth in the 
Scope of Services. CONTRACTOR'S compensation for services rendered shall 
be based on the following rates or in accordance with the following terms: 

Lump sum for a total not to exceed amount of $1,750. 

There shall be no travel reimbursement allowed during this Agreement. 

CONTRACTOR warrants that the cost charged for services under the terms of 
this Agreement are not in excess of those charged any other client for the same 
services performed by the same individuals. 

B.2 CONTRACTOR'S BILLING PROCEDURES 

Payment shall be based upon satisfactory acceptance and completion of services.

No payments in advance or in anticipation of services or supplies to be provided 
under this Agreement shall be made by County. 

County shall not pay any claims fm'. payment for services submitted more than 
twelve (12) months after the calendar month in which the services were 
completed. 

DISALLOWED COSTS: CONTRACTOR is responsible for any audit 
exceptions or disallowed costs incurred by its own organization or that of its 
subcontractors. 
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
