SUMMARY/DISCUSSION: 

The attached report represents actual caseload and expenditure data for March, 2013. The report 
compares data month-to-month and year-to-year for three years.  The programs highlighted are: 

 General Assistance   CalWORKs 
 Medi-Cal    CalFresh (Food Stamps) 
 In-Home Support Services (IHSS) Out-of-Home Care  (Foster Care and Adoptions) 
 
 General Assistance (GA) increased this month and is averaging 24% increase over prior 

year; will need to draw from the designation before end of fiscal year. 
 CalWORKs continues on a slight decline but is following the trend for the past few years. 
 CalFresh and Medi-Cal caseloads continue to increase.  
 IHSS had a slight decline in paid hours this month.  
 Out of Home Care experienced a slight increase for both cases and expenditures.
