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When young adults exit the foster care system, there are a variety of resources available to them 
such as transitional housing, emergency housing, independent living services, educational 
supports, and employment opportunities. 

OTHER AGENCY INVOLVEMENT: 
The Monterey County Department of Social Services partners with Behavioral Health, the 
Probation Department, and various local non-profit organizations to ensure the safety and 
well-being of children, youth, and families in Monterey County.
