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AMENDMENT NO.1TO AGREEMENT 05-0335

This Amendment No. 1 to Agreement 05-0335 (AMENDMENT), effective on
is between the State of California, acting through its Department of T ransportation, referred to as
CALTRANS, and:

County of Monterey, a political subdivision of the State of California, referredto
hereinafter asCOUNTY.

RECITALS

1. CALTRANS and COUNTY collectively referredto asPART IES, entered into Agreement
No. 05-0335 on 05/01/2018 (AGREEMENT ), defining the termsand conditionsto construct
a ten foot paved bicycle path with two foot shoulders, 0.86 mileslong anda 386 foot long
pedestrian bridge over the Elkhorn Slough, referred to as PROJECT .

2. The AGREEMENT established that CALT RANSwould bill internally to Project No.
0513000040 through Local Assistance.

3. PARTIES now seek to modify the agreement to amend the Project Identifier to 0518000132,
where all Construction Capital invoicingwill occur through Accounts Receivable.

ITISTHEREFORE MUTUALLY AGREED:

1. Article 14 of the AGREEMENT is deleted in its entirety.
Construction Capital

Once work has begun COUNT Y will invoice CALT RANS Local Assistance per Chapter 5 of the
Local Assistance Procedures Manual.

2. Arevised FUNDING SUMMARY NO 2 is attached and made part of the AGREEMENT .
Any reference to the FUNDINGSUMMARY NO 1 inthe AGREEMENT is deemed to refer
to the revised FUNDING SUMMARY NO 2 attached herein.

3. All other termsand conditions of the AGREEMENT shall remain in full force and effect.

4. ThisAMENDMENT isdeemed to be included and made a part of the AGREEMENT .

If there are insufficient funds available in this AGREEMENT to place the PROJECT right-
of-way in a safe and operable condition, the appropriate IMPLEMENT INGAGENCY will
fund these activities until such time as PART IESamend this AGREEMENT .

That IMPLEMENT INGAGENCY may request reimbursement for these costs during the
amendment process.

If there are insufficient funds in this AGREEMENT to implement the obligationsand
responsibilities of this AGREEMENT, including the applicable commitmentsand
conditionsincluded in the PROJECT environmental documentation, permits, agreements,
and/or approvalsthat are in effect at a time that WORK stops, each PART Y accepts
responsibility to fund their respective WORK until such time as PART IESamend this
AGREEMENT.

Each PARTY may request reimbursement for these costs during the amendment process.

ICRP Rate

The cost of any engineering support performed by CALT RANS includes all direct and
applicable indirect costs. CALT RANS calculates indirect costs based solely on the type of
funds used to pay support costs. State and federal funds administered by CALT RANS are
subject to the current Program Functional Rate. All other funds are subject to the current
Program Functional Rate and the current Administration Rate. The Program Functional
Rate and Administration Rate are adjusted periodically.

In accordance with California Senate Bill 848, the Administration Rate iscappedat 10
percent until July 1, 2021, for Self-Help Counties with a countywide sales tax measure
dedicated to transportation improvements.

If the WORK is funded with state or federal funds, any PART Y seeking CALT RANS
reimbursement of indirect costs must submit an indirect cost rate proposal and central
service cost allocation plan (if any) in accordance with Local Assistance Procedures
Manual, 2 CFR, Part 200 and Chapter 5. These documentsare to be submitted annually to
CALTRANS’ Audits and Investigations for review and acceptance prior to CALT RANS’
reimbursement of indirect costs.
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Travel, per diem, and third-party contract reimbursements for WORK are to be paid from
the funds in this AGREEMENT only after the contractor performsthe work and incurs said
Costs.

Payments for travel and per diem will not exceed the rates paid rank and file state
employeesunder current California Department of Human Resources (CalHR) rules
current at the effective date of this AGREEMENT.

If COUNTY invoicesfor ratesin excess of CalHR rates, COUNT Y will fund the cost
difference and reimburse CALT RANS for any overpayment.

In accordance with the CALT RANS Federal-Aid Project Funding Guidelines, PART IES
must obtain approval from the Federal Highway Administration prior to any PROJECT
funding changesthat that will change the federal share of funds.

PART IES will invoice for funds where the SPENDING SUMMARY shows that one
PARTY providesfunds for use by another PARTY. PART IESwill pay invoiceswithin
forty-five (45) calendar days of receipt of invoice when not paying with Electronic Funds
Transfer (EFT). When payingwith EFT, COUNT Y will pay invoiceswithin five (5)
calendar days of receipt of invoice.

If COUNTY hasreceived EFT certification from CALT RANSthen COUNT Y will use the
EFT mechanism and followall EFT proceduresto pay all invoicesissued from
CALTRANS.

When a PART Y isreimbursed for actual cost, invoiceswill be submitted each month for

the prior month'sexpenditures. After all PROJECT COMPONENT WORK is complete,

PART IES will submit a final accounting of all PROJECT COMPONENT costs. Based on
the final accounting, PARTIESwill invoice or refund as necessary to satisfy the financial

commitments of this AGREEMENT .

If an executed Program Supplement Agreement (PSA) or ST IP Planning, Programming,
and Monitoring Program Fund T ransfer Agreement (PPM) exists for thisPROJECT then
COUNTY will abide by the billing and payment conditions detailed for the fund types
identified in the PSA or PPM.
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11. If CALTRANS reimburses COUNT Y for any costs later determined to be unallowable,
COUNTY will reimburse those funds.

Project Approval and Environmental Document (PA&ED)

12. No invoicing or reimbursement will occur for the PA&ED PROJECT COMPONENT.

Plans, Specifications, and Estimate (PS&E)

13. Noinvoicing or reimbursement will occur for the PS&E PROJECT COMPONENT .

RIGHT-OF-WAY Support

14. No invoicingor reimbursement will occur for the R’'W SUPPORT PROJECT
COMPONENT.

RIGHT-OF-WAY Capital

15. No invoicing or reimbursement will occur for the R’'W CAPIT AL PROJECT
COMPONENT.

CONSTRUCTION Support

16. Noinvoicing or reimbursement will occur for the CONST RUCT ION SUPPORT
PROJECT COMPONENT.

CONSTRUCTION Capital

17. COUNTY will invoice and CALT RANS will reimburse for actual costs incurred and paid.
