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WHEREAS, conditions of extreme peril warranted and necessitated a Proclamation of the
Existence of a Local Emergency issued by the Interim County Administrative Officer on January
4,2023; and,

WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors ratified the proclamation on January 14, 2023; and,

WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors further ratified the proclamation on March 7, 2023;

and,

WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors further ratified the proclamation on May 9, 2023; and,

WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors further ratified the proclamation on June 27, 2023;
and,

WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors further ratified the proclamation on August 22, 2023;
and,

WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors further ratified the proclamation on October 17, 2023; and,
WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors further ratified the proclamation on December 5, 2023; and,

WHEREAS, the Director of Emergency Services and Department of Emergency
Management pursuant to the ratified proclamation received authority to request financial
assistance from the State of California and Federal Government on behalf of the residents of the
Monterey County; and,

WHEREAS, the Director of Emergency Services pursuant to the ratified proclamation
received the authority to execute all necessary contracts to obtain supplies, equipment and such
other items found lacking and needed for the protection of life and property and to bind the county
for fair value thereof or commandeer for public use as may be required, with approval from the
Office of County Counsel and subsequent ratification by the Board of Supervisors, for agreements
under two hundred thousand dollars ($200,000); and,

WHEREAS, pursuant to Government Code section 8630, subdivision (c), the Board of
Supervisors is being asked to review and approve the continuing need for a local emergency
within the sixty (60) day time limit and continue the proclamation of a Local Emergency for
another sixty (60) days; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Board of Supervisors in and for the
County of Monterey as follows:

1. Pursuant to Government Code section 8630, subdivision (c), the continuance of the
Proclamation of a Local Emergency issued by the Interim County Administrative



Officer on January 4, 2023, and ratified by the Board of Supervisors on January 14,
2023, shall continue for another sixty (60) days.

2. During the existence of said local emergency the powers, functions, and duties of the
County Administrative Officer or designee, the Public Works, Facilities, and Parks
Department, and the Emergency Organization of Monterey County shall be those
prescribed by State law and the ordinances, resolutions, and approved plans of the
County of Monterey in order to mitigate the effects of the local emergency.

3. Pursuant to Public Contract Code sections 20134, 22050, and 20395, the County
Administrative Officer or designee is hereby authorized to engage independent
contractors to complete all necessary work to mitigate the effects of said local
emergency. Contracts for this work may be executed without prior Board approval of the
plans, specifications, and working details, without giving notice for bids to let contracts.

4. The Director of Emergency Services and the Department of Emergency Management
are authorized to request financial assistance from the State of California and Federal
Government on behalf of the residents of the Monterey County.

5. The Director of Emergency Services is authorized to execute all necessary contracts
to obtain supplies, equipment and such other items found lacking and needed for the
protection of life and property and to bind the county for fair value thereof or
commandeer for public use as may be required, with approval from the Office of
County Counsel, with subsequent ratification by the Board of Supervisors, for
agreements under two hundred thousand dollars ($200,000).

6. The County Administrative Officer, or designee, is hereby designated as the
authorized representative for public and individual assistance of the County of
Monterey for the purpose of receipt, processing, and coordination of all inquiries and
requirements necessary to obtain available state and federal assistance.

7. The County Administrative Officer, Director of Emergency Services, and County
Counsel are authorized and directed to take such other and further actions as may be
necessary or appropriate to implement the intent and purposes of this resolution.
