Authorization for Fees

• Collection of fees authorized by California Government Code, Section 50402 and County of 

Monterey Board of Supervisors General Financial Policy 7.4

• Fees are not a “tax,” exempt from voter approval pursuant to California Constitution and 

Proposition 26

• Fees reflect actual cost of benefit/service and are not intended to make a “profit”

• Changes to Article V – Park User Fees, effective 30 days after approval, May 29, 2025



Major Changes

• Day-use entry fees removed, with the exception of Lake San Antonio

• Lake Nacimiento fees consolidated into Section 8

• Laguna Seca Recreation Area fees have been removed, with the exception of the Rifle and 

Pistol Shooting Range

• Fee ranges for camping, lodging, boating and recreational amenities



Corrections
• Day-use fees – Toro, Jacks Peak, Royal Oaks and San Lorenzo Parks day-use fees will be 

removed under Active Duty/Veterans/Seniors section
