WHEREAS, During the state tournament, Ayden Schlotthauer did not give up any points and pinned his
opponent in 28 seconds during his championship match. Most of Aydens regular season matches were
against older middle school kids, he ended the season with an outstanding 42-4 record; and

WHEREAS, Ayden Schlotthauer also earned the title of “Grand Champion” in folk-style, freestyle, and
Greco. The Santa Clara Valley Wrestling Association awards a Grand Champion belt to the wrestler with
the most wins in their division; and

WHEREAS, Ayden Schlotthauer’s major accomplishments are CAUSAW Folkstyle State Champion,
CAUSAW Greco State Champion, CAUSAW Freestyle State Champion, San Joaquin Wrestling

Freestyle Champion, Santa Clara Valley Greco Champion, and Santa Clara Valley Grand Champion in
Freestyle, Folkstyle and Greco; and
