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Revised Project

« Projectis a permanent production well with two-connections.

Applicant has priority of delivery of water should the well's production not
be sufficient enough to meet the agreed upon distribution of water.

One connection would deliver a portion of the well’s production to the
Appellant’s property.
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RECOMMENDATION

Find that the appeal has been resolved by minor revisions to the
project that both parties find mutually satisfactory; and,

Find the project is Categorically Exempt per Section 15303(e) of the
CEQA Guidelines; and

Approve a Coastal Administrative Permit for the Conversion of the
existing Test Well to a Permanent Well; and,

Approve a Design Approval for the appurtenant components of
the well (an electric powered pump, 2 119-gallon bladder tanks, 2
water meters, a transfer pipe, water filiration system, and 5,000
gallon storage tank).
