Visual Art and Performing Arts Pathway

In November 2022, PROP 28 passed with an overwhelming majority and now provides $1 billion annually to
fund more than 5,500 NEW credentialed or classified art teachers to fulfill the mandated visual and
performing arts programs throughout California schools, with more than $12,000,000 funded to Monterey
County K-12 schools.

Our local region (Santa Cruz, San Benito and Monterey County) is short by 129 credentialed art and music
teachers.
