CA Film Incentive Program 4.0: Doubled to $750 million

The California legislature approved a $750M film and TV 
tax incentive program effective July 1, 2025.  Tax credits 
will now be refundable.

Productions that film outside the LA Zone (like 
Monterey County) get an additional 5% boost.

Since its inception in 2009, California’s Film & Television 
Tax Credit Program, administered by the California Film 
Commission, has generated over $30.6 billion in 
economic activity and has supported more than 228,000
cast and crew jobs across the state.
